SING WITH THE SPIRIT

-build phrases

-keep the tempo steady 

Feelin' Groovy

-get 'into it' (move energetically in a natural response to the 'groove')

-choreo tip:  before any move comes DOWN it goes UP a bit

-doo, doo, ah! (at the end) - bring hands down on last "doo" so they can come

 up on the last 'platter' move

-double snaps - use your knees (bend to lowest point on the snap...)

-tempo (singing softly doesn't equal singing slowly)

-dynamics

-phrase endings

-Qualification process for competition is in place so we can be the BEST we can be.  We all want the highest calibre stage performance possible.  Everyone must submit and pass recordings.  There are 3 stages/opportunities:


1.  January:  bring recorders to every rehearsal - record & give to listeners.


     Perfection in notes and words is required.


2.  February:  help is available and you will be advised to take advantage


     of it if your recordings do not qualify


3.  March:  recordings go directly to Darcy for listening.  The end of March


     is the cut-off for 'recordings' qualification

Everyone must pass the attendance qualification:  7/8 of the final rehearsals before contest, and must be here for the 3 weeks prior to contest.

Everyone must pass the visual qualification:  take advantage of all opportunities to learn/practice choreo, including videos (both learning videos, and chorus shots, where you can critque your performance).  When choreo people speak with you, thank them, and make the changes.  Ask for help for music or choreo, if in doubt.

LOVE MEDLEY

Intro:  Dynamic and emotional RANGE 

"'Til" (first word) - big, big smile/cheeks/ENERGY

"Love" (in intro) - soft & tender

Stay in Mirror Image until "That's the only thing I've plenty of"

"Dream a while" - outside leg bend knee & cross in front of inside leg; place inside hand on front thigh, place outside hand on top of that hand...then...

"Scheme a while" - lift outside hand & put index finger into cheek dimple (or wrinkle)

"Happiness" - push up both hands to left for 2 beats, then to rt. for 2 beats

"Baby" (the one with the slide) - ONLY slide after you sing "-by" (no slide on "Ba-)
