Physical Warm-up - Thank you, Lisa!

Over the Rainbow and Riser (re)placements - some of us are in new positions and will adapt the choreo as required.
 
59th Street (Feelin' Groovy)
"Doodle-y Doo" - R. shoulder angled to audience, snap backbeat 4X (small mov't at waist height)
"Repeat doo's" - L. shoulder angled to audience, snap backbeat 4X
"Slow down" - bend knees, lean back a bit. both palms up to aud.
"Move" - hips shift side to side
               - hands out & down
"gotta make the mornin' last" - your own movement
//"Kickin'..." - breath before "kick"
            BEND KNEES on "kick"
"...down" - lift rt heel, pop rt knee up, WHILE lt arm travels forward
            - do opposite heel/arm 
            - it will appear we are walking
"Fun" - both palms up at chest height
"Feelin' groovy" - hands come down in a wavy, 'groovy' motion
"Hello Lamp-post" - angle your back to the centre of the risers, like you're leaning on a lamp-post, face forward to the aud.
"What 'cha knowin'" - outside hand up  in platter position
"Flowers growin'" - bend knees, hands start at knees and grow 
"Ain't 'cha got no" - do your own moves
"Dootin' doo doo" - hands at waist, palms down - right, left, right, knees go opposite direction to hands (both arms move down from waist level, 
no big ballet move here, esp. 'you people' on the back row, LOL)

Sing With the Spirit Choreo
No split moves
Bass solo - turn slightly to rt...on "Praise" raise lt hand up, palm up
"Obey the spirit" - back to chorus position
Tenor solo - turn slightly to lt...on "praise" raise rt hand up, palm up
"Every time I..." - shift your weight to right/left/right
"I will sing" - 'reset' upright
Next "Every time..." shift your weight to left/right/left
"I will sing" - 'reset' upright
4 parts polyphonic section - keep moving, you are in a gospel choir
(for this song)
Then, shift weight, slightly angle body and CLAP
"Every time I..." - step to rt, lt foot taps down in rhythm, then reverse and...step lightly...the creaking of risers is unavoidable...thudding is...
"I will sing" - expansion of sound, keep energy going
 
Over the Rainbow
"dee - dee - dee" - wee sang the first part of thee song with staccato "dee's" so wee could 'synch up' and 'chord up' (Why can't 'chord' bee a verb?  
Works for mee!)  Also helps match target vowel arrivals.
Any song can bee sung this way - try it at home.
Come Fly With Me
"FlAH"  - get to the target vowel ASAP
